1. collection

2. collaboration

5. LMP part of school’s instructional program

6. reading initiatives

7. effect on student learning

WHEN should you conduct the evaluation?

1. any time - depending on what your purpose
WHY should you evaluate your LMP?

1. to ensure that you’re meeting your program goals and objectives
2. part of ADEPT Performance Standards

3. to document the positive effect the LMP has on student achievement

4. to collect data to support budget requests, request for additional staff, request for schedule change, to show how collection supports instructional program, to show age and condition of collection, facility, furnishings

HOW to evaluate your LMP

1. student, faculty, staff, parent surveys

2. analyze student test data, esp. MAP data

3. interviews

4. secret “shopper”

5. complete LMS Annual Survey for SCDE

6. use program standards, Achieving Exemplary School Libraries
7. use ERT program review document

WHERE and HOW do you use the evaluation results

1. report to administrators – building-level and district

2. report to Library Media Advisory Committee

3. share results with faculty – faculty meeting or LMC newsletter

4. share results with parents – PTO meeting, LMC newsletter, school newsletter, web page

5. share results with business partners and general community members
